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The Maldivian population is seen as a well-literate 
population where Census data shows a high percentage 
of literate population since 1985 which stood at 92.2 
percent. At present the Census 2022 shows that 98 
percent of the population is literate.

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In Census 2022, the literacy rate among the resident 
Maldivian population in mother tongue, which is "Dhivehi 
language," reached 98.6 percent. This indicates a modest 
improvement compared to the Census 2014, which was 
recorded at 97.7 percent.

The data for 2022 indicated that literacy rates for men 
and women are almost the same at 98 percent. 

In both Male’ and the Atolls, literacy rate by sex is almost 
the same.

Literacy rate in mother tongue was slightly higher in the 
capital city Male’ compared to Atolls, for males as well as 
females.

However, these rates exhibit variability across different 
atolls and islands. 

South Maalhosmadulu (B Atoll) and South Nilandhe Atoll 
(Dh) recorded the highest literacy rates at 99.0 percent, 
while North Thiladhunmathi (HA Atoll) marked the lowest 
literacy rate, standing at 96.9 percent.

The top three islands showcasing a fully literate 
population in the mother tongue are Kamadhoo in B 
Atoll, Thinadhoo in V Atoll, and Raimandhoo in M Atoll.
Conversely, the 3 islands with the lowest literacy rates, are 
Dhaandhoo in GA Atoll, Guraidhoo in K Atoll, Nadella in 
GDh Atoll. 

The population aged 10 years and above classified by 
literacy status and sex, including age-specific statistics 
depicts for ages under 65 years have an overarching 
average literacy rate of 98 percent.

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Among the Maldivian resident population, 82.6 percent of 
the population aged 10 years above were literate in 
English which showed a high increase compared to 2014 
where it stood at 75.1 percent. 

Significant disparities in English language literacy emerge 
when examining different localities. For instance, Maale' 
showcases a considerably high literacy rate of 89.5 
percent in English language, while the Atolls register a 
comparatively lower rate of 77.4 percent.

Looking broadly by sex, the literacy in English is higher for 
the Male having 85.0 percent compared to 80.2 percent 
of females were literate in English. A quite prominent 
gender gap is observed for ages 45 years and beyond.

The literacy rate in English language across the Atolls, the 
highest is observed in Male’ Atoll with 80.7 percent 
followed by Addu city with 80.1 percent. Whereas the 
lowest literacy rate in English language was at Felidhu 
Atoll.

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The percentage of the population actively participating in 
education varies by age. In the early learning stages, from 
ages 2 to 4 years, a significant 73.6 percent of children are 
enrolled in education. 

The current attendance rate remains consistently high, 
exceeding 99 percent for individuals aged 5 to 15 years. 
Beyond this age, there is a noticeable decline in 
attendance, particularly after age 19.

In the age group of 16 to 19 years, which corresponds to 
higher secondary education, the attendance rate 
averages at 54.8 percent. Beyond this age group, from 20 
to 29 years, the attendance rate averages at 19.8 percent, 
with a majority of students pursuing various higher 
education levels.

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A noteworthy observation is that there is a higher 
enrollment of males in pre-school, primary, and lower 
secondary education levels, whereas at other educational 
stages, females exhibit higher attendance rates.

The current attendance rates for Maale and the Atolls are 
quite similar in the age group of 5-15 years, both 
exceeding 99 percent. However, starting from the age of 
17 and above, a noticeable disparity emerges between 
Maale and the Atolls, with Maale consistently exhibiting 
higher attendance rates across all age groups.

On average, approximately 22 percent of the population 
aged 18-29 years in Maale' were actively pursuing 
education, while in the Atolls, only around 12 percent of 
the population in the same age group were currently 
studying.

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In Census of 2022, it was noted that 410 individuals were 
attending education programs specifically designed for 
qualifications associated with special needs. The majority 
of these, comprising 93 percent, were children. The 
students attending classes for persons with special needs 
were spread across various age groups, ranging from 4 to 
21 years.

Among the resident Maldivian population aged 5-29 
years who are currently attending education, the 
breakdown by mode of study reveals that 82 percent are 
enrolled in schools, 16 percent are attending other 
training institutions, and 2 percent are pursuing education 
through alternative modes of study.

In the Maldives, it is legally mandated to ensure that all 
children of formal schooling age are enrolled and 
provided with free educational opportunities throughout 
the country. Consequently, children within the primary 
and lower secondary school age range of 6-15 years are 
expected to be registered in a school or educational 
institution.

When examining the age group of 6-15 years, the census 
results revealed that only a minimal 0.3 percent of 
children in this category were reported as not currently 
attending school, signifying that they were outside the 
formal education system.

Compared to the 2014 census, the number of 
school-aged children, aged 6-15 years, who are not 
attending school has declined significantly from 622 to 
229. This decline is proof of the dedicated efforts of the 
Ministry of Education in actively monitoring and 
addressing the issue of out-of-school children.

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Looking at the population's overall status on education, 
Census 2022 showed that based on the resident Maldivian 
population, the percentage of the population aged 15 years 
and above in the Maldives who have never attended school 
is estimated to be around 4.5 percent showing that the 
majority 95.5 percent of the resident Maldivian population 
in the Maldives has attended school at some point in their 
lives. 

The highest Education level achieved by the resident 
population showed that the majority 41.1 percent of the 
total population 15 years and above had attained 
Secondary Education followed by Primary education 
qualification with 19.4 percent, Certificate/Diploma with 15.7 
percent, Degree and with 10.7 percent and 7.3 percent with 
Higher Secondary education level.
